25 physical examinations of which at least 10 are
outside (not student) patients, 25 urinalyses, 20
complete blood count (CBC), 10 blood chemistries,
30 X-ray examinations. 10 proctologicaland 10
gynecological examinations. Perform a minimum of
250 patient treatments (visits), written interpretation
of at least 30 different X-ray views and 518 hours of
practical clinical experience (treating patients in the
clinic).
